NHAI project consultant
killing: Ministry takes
note, says officials must
be ensured of safety

THE MINISTRY of Road Transport
and Highways has taken a serious
view of the killing of an NHAI
project consultant in Jaipur on
August 26,and is planning to send
a strong warning to contractors
about the serious consequences
if their functionaries came to
harm in the course of work.

Officials said such an attack
could "directly impact the sec-
tor" as the whole Engineering,
Procurement and Construction
model of road-making has inde-
pendent engineers built in as a
vital tool for quality monitoring
and accountability, and they
should be reassured that they
were not on their own.

“Itis our duty to see toit that
our officials and the authority
engineers are protected in the line
of duty,” Giridhar Aramane, NHAI
Chairman and Road Transport
and Highways Secretary, told The
Sunday Express.

Rajinder Kumar Chawla, 64,
was shot dead by two men, al-
legedly hired by a contractor for
an NHAI project to build foot
over bridges along National
Highway 8 connecting Gurgaon
and Jaipur. Police have arrested
the managing director of the
Haryana-based company, E5
Infrastructure Private Ltd, along
with three of his employees for
the murder.

On Saturday, the Jaipur police
arrested one of the alleged
shooters, Dharmendra, from
Kurukshetra in Haryana. The
SHO, Vaishali Nagar Police
Station, Jaipur, Anil Kumar
Jaimani, said Dharmendra has a
previous criminal record and

was hired along with another
shooter for Rs 15 lakh by the MD
of E5, Karandeep Sheoran (29),
and fellow accused Naveen Bisla,
31, Vikas, 33 and Amit Nehra, 26.
Chawla, aretired PWD super-
intending engineer, worked with
URS Scott Wilson India Pvt Ltd,
whichis engaged as a consultant
to E5 on behalf of the NHAL
“Preliminary investigation sug-
gests Sheoran wanted Chawla to
approve designs for a construc-
tion project which went against
the terms of the original con-
tract. The NHAI appoints con-
sultant firms to supervise and
monitor the work of its contrac-
tors. Sheoran was obligated to
getan approval from Chawla, but
since the past one year, Chawla
wasn't giving his approval. The
original contract was for the con-
struction of single-span foot over
bridges but Sheoran wanted it
changed to double-span,”
Deputy Commissioner of Police,
Jaipur West, Richa Tomar said.
Police believe the murder
happened over this. "They had
arguments at past meetings and
Chawla, who was very compe-
tent, couldn’t be bent even with
the lure of money," Tomar said.
The contract worth Rs 35
crore, for construction of 14 foot
over bridges, was awarded to E5
in August last year. The foot over
bridges were supposed to be
completed by August 19, 2021,
but the firm missed the deadline.
Police said the NHAI had levied
apenalty of Rs 3.5 crore on E5 for
not completing the firstand sec-
ond stage of the project on time.
Officials said the August 26
meeting was scheduled to dis-
cuss the extra time Sheoran de-
manded to complete the project,
and Chawla had come down
from Gurugram for it.
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Centre objected but SC Collegium
firmon 12 names for high courts

SETTING THE stage for a fresh con-
frontation with the Government,
the Supreme Court Collegium has
reiterated its decision recom-
mending the appointment of 12
candidates, including three judi-
cial officers, to five High Courts.

The 12 names were reiterated
despite objections from the gov-
ernment as the Supreme Court
Collegium, headed by Chief
Justice of India NV Ramana, rec-
ommended 68 candidatesin total
across 12 High Courts last week.
The Collegium’s recommenda-
tions were published on the
Supreme Court website Friday.

According to the
Memorandum of Procedure,
once reiterated by the Collegium,
the Centre is bound to make the
appointment which makes the
reiteration of 12 recommenda-
tions significant. The Centre can
sit on these names indefinitely
despite the court having under-
lined the importance of time
limits to this process.

For the Allahabad High Court,

the Collegium reiterated its rec-
ommendation to appoint three
judicial officers Om Prakash
Tripathi, Umesh Chandra
Sharma and Syed Waiz Mian.

The three were first recom-
mended on February 4 along
with eight other judicial officers.
The Centre had appointed seven
judges from that list in March.

Tripathi, Sharma and Mian
are currently District and
Sessions Judges in Varanasi,
Etawah and Amroha respectively.

Among advocates, the col-
legium has reiterated nine
names from four High Courts
even as the Centre had raised ob-
jections.

For the Rajasthan High Court,
the collegium reiterated its de-
cision to appoint advocate
Farzand Ali, Additional Advocate
General with the Congress led-
state government. Ali’'s name
was first recommended by the
SC collegium in July 2019.

For the Calcutta High Court,
the collegium has reiterated its
decision to recommend four ad-
vocates Jaytosh Mazumdar,
Amitesh Banerjee, Raja Basu
Chowdhury and Lapita Banerji.

The names were first recom-
mended by the SC collegium in
December 2018 along with an-
other advocate Sakya Sen. While
all five names were not consid-
ered by the Centre, the collegium
has reiterated four.

Allfive judges were state gov-
ernment advocates, pleaders
and standing counsel appointed
by the West Bengal government.

Incidentally, Amitesh
Banerjee is the son of former SC
judge UC Banerjee who had in
2006 headed a Central probe
that, in its report, ruled out any
foul play in the February 2002
Sabarmati Express fire in
Godhra.

Shakya Sen is the son of for-
mer High Court judge Shyamal
Sen who served as acting Chief
Justice of the Calcutta High Court
and later as Chief Justice of the
Allahabad High Court.

After retirement, he was ap-
pointed as chairperson of the
West Bengal Human Rights
Commission from 2004 to 2008.

Hope govt clears names of

CHIEF JUSTICE of India N V
Ramanaon Saturday flagged the
“struggle” women lawyers face
in the legal profession and their
inadequate representation in the
judiciary and said that even 75
years after independence, “the
reality remains that the legal
profession still has to welcome
women into its fold”.

Speaking at a felicitation or-
ganised by the Bar Council of
India for him, the CJI also pointed
out that after he took over, the SC

82 names to various High Courts.

“I hope the government will
ensure that the names are
cleared at the earliest, just the
way the nine names were cleared
for the apex court,” he said.

Pointing out that the “judi-
cial system is facing difficult
challenges like that of deficient
infrastructure, shortage of ad-
ministrative staff and huge va-
cancies of judges”, CJ Ramana
said that a “comprehensive
proposal for creation of Natio-
nal Judicial Infrastructure Corp-
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Union Law Minister Kiren Rijiju with Chief Justice of India N

tion at the top. Even when they
do, they still continue to face sig-
nificant challenges.”

Ahead of deadline for
Mamata election, EC
says bypolls on Sept 30

THE ELECTION Commission
Saturday announced bypolls for
four Assembly constituencies,
including the Bhabanipur seatin
West Bengal from where Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee is set
to contest, on September 30.

Having lost in the state polls
earlier this year, Banerjee needs
to get elected to the West Bengal
Assembly by November 5. A few
days ago, the CM had urged the
EC to immediately announce
dates for the pending bypolls as
the Covid-19 situation was un-
der control, adding that "the
democratic rights of people
should not be curtailed".

Apart from Bhabanipur,
polling for three "deferred ad-
journed” elections — in
Samserganj and Jangipur in
West Bengal and Pipli in Odisha
—willalso be held on September
30. Counting will be on October
3. Elections in these seats could
not be held due to various rea-
sons, including the death of can-
didates during electioneering
earlier this year. The ECsaid since
candidates and political parties
for these three seats have already
"availed" the campaign period
from April 29 to May 3, cam-
paigning will only be allowed
from September 20 here.

Bypolls for 31 other con-
stituencies, including in
Maharashtra, Telangana and a
few northeastern states, have,
however, been deferred in light
of the Covid situation, floods and
coming festivals.

Bhabanipuris Banerjee's tra-
ditional constituency, which she
had given up to take on rebel
leader Suvendu Adhikari from
Nandigram. After the polls, the
TMC candidate who had won
from Bhabanipur, Shovandev
Chattopadhyay, had vacated the
seat, ostensibly for Banerjee,
who lost in Nandigram.

The Commission's an-
nouncement on Saturday fol-
lowed a meeting it held on
September 1 with chief secre-
taries, senior officers of health
and home affairs departments,
DGPs and chief electoral officers
of 16 states and one Union terri-
tory to discuss the feasibility of
holding pending parliamentary
and Assembly bypolls.

Inits press release Saturday,
the EC said that at the meeting,
the chief secretaries of Andhra
Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Haryana,
Himachal Pradesh, Madhya
Pradesh, Telangana,
Uttarakhand, Meghalaya, Uttar
Pradesh and Rajasthan had
cited constraints in holding
elections due to flood situation,
festivals and the pandemic.
"They suggested that it would
be advisable to have bye-elec-
tions after the end of the festi-
val season," the EC said.

However, chief secretaries of
Odisha and West Bengal had said
that the Covid situation was un-
der control and that they were
ready to hold the elections.
Further, the EC said, the West
Bengal official had informed
"that in view of administrative
exigencies and public interest
and toavoid vacuumin the state”,
by-elections for Bhabanipur
should be conducted.

The EC said the decision to
hold polls to the four Assembly
seats was based on these inputs.

The panel said the polls
would be held under Covid pro-
tocols, including restricted num-
bers for campaigning, and cur-
tailed time period for
campaigning. Only double-vac-
cinated officials will be deployed
for polling duty. Anyone found
violating the norms would be
barred from campaigning. The
EC said it also held the right to
tighten the protocol in case the
situation demands so.

While the TMC welcomed
the move, and started putting up
hoardings of Banerjee in
